Marking and Attendance

- The grades for Japanese classes are based on various forms of evaluation, including participation,
assignments, tests, exams etc. They are not solely dependent on a final examination.

- Class attendance is very important. If you fall below 70~80% attendance, you will fail the class. For
Quarterly classes, you will fail if you miss more than 2 classes. If you are absent due to iliness or injury and
need to ask for consideration on your attendance mark, please submit a receipt from the hospital or clinic.
Absences due to private matters will not be taken into account.

Cancelled / Makeup classes

If classes are cancelled due to natural disasters or other reasons, there may be makeup classes on
scheduled days. Please make sure you do not have other plans on makeup class days.
